Help break the silence on White Ribbon Day

An internationally recognised day to remember those who have experienced domestic abuse is being used to encourage people to speak up and report domestic violence.  

Thursday 25 November 2010 is White Ribbon Day and The East Sussex Safer Communities Partnership is using the day to highlight its work to tackle domestic violence and to encourage people to report this often hidden crime.

Sharing information with staff

Information about domestic violence and ways to report it is being shared amongst staff across the partnership’s organisations, including the NHS, Sussex Police, Fire and Rescue Service and the County Council. Staff will be reminded how they can help themselves, and the people they come into contact with, to stay safe. 

Councillor Bob Tidy, Lead Member for Community Safety at the County Council said: “In England and Wales, an average of two women are killed every week as a result of domestic violence, so it’s important people know that they can get help. We are also making sure people understand that domestic violence isn’t just physical, it can also include emotional, financial and sexual abuse.”
