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Below are some examples of potential funding opportunities for Community Safety type projects.  For a more specific search please contact the External Funding Team at external.funding@eastsussex.gov.uk or phone 01273 482859.

Lottery

The National Lottery has two programmes that would be relevant for Community Safety work.  The BIG Lottery’s Awards for All programme is an easy to apply lottery grant available to Parish and Town Councils, voluntary organisations, schools and health bodies who can apply for between £300 and £10,000 towards a project that meets at least one of the following four outcomes:

· People have better chances in life 

· Stronger communities 

· Improved rural and urban environments 

· Healthier and more active people and communities

The following awards were made in the last year or so and give an idea of the type of projects that can get funding:
	Rhythmix received £9,980 to provide music-based activities for families affected by domestic violence, alongside training for domestic violence professionals. This enabled victims to explore their feelings and needs through music and promote the use of music as a therapy with domestic violence professionals.

'The Light' (based in Slough) received £9,500 to deliver a combination of sports and exercise sessions with drugs and alcohol awareness and behaviour modification  training to young people aged 13 to 19 years old.  This increased their knowledge and confidence to resist negative influences, and improve their fitness.
Parkland Junior School in Eastbourne received £10,000 to provide equipment and Bikeability training for pupils in year 5 and 6, with the aim to encourage increased physical activity, reduce obesity and increase road safety awareness.



For grants over £10,000, BIG Lottery have the Reaching Communities programme which will fund a number of organisations, including Town and Parish Councils.   All projects will have to meet at least one of the Awards for All outcomes (see above).  Grants are normally up to £500,000, but can be higher, but this would need to be discussed with BIG Lottery first.

	Mankind was awarded £364,000 in March 2014 to help support their Male Rape Matters project. The work not only helps the individual, but affects his personal and extended community – improving lives and creating new opportunities to flourish and thrive. 




Reaching Communities also has a Building Strand for which you need to be geographically eligible.  You can enter your postcode here to check that you are eligible.

The buildings strand of Reaching Communities provides funding for land and buildings projects costing more than £100,000. It can also provide revenue funding to help to get the building running and deliver project activities.
All projects will have to meet at least one of the Awards for All outcomes (see above).  Projects should focus on the needs of beneficiaries and how the services and activities delivered from the building will address these needs, not the need for the building itself or the improvements to the building.
You can apply for funding to replace or improve existing buildings, they will however only fund the purchase of property or construction of new buildings in exceptional circumstances.

Trusts and Foundations

Sussex Community Foundation has a range of funds which support groups working in and benefiting their communities in Sussex.  Their funds come from a wide range of sources and each has its own criteria, which may be thematic and/or geographic.  All the funds seek to address disadvantage. 
They also have grants for individuals, for example, their annual Brenda Ford Fund awards grants to organisations providing advice, support and services to women suffering from, or, at risk of, domestic abuse.
Comic Relief welcome proposals from voluntary organisations working within their five themes, one of which is “Safer lives”.  This strand aims to support people who face violence, abuse and exploitation. They predominantly fund non-statutory work with those aged 11 and upwards.  There is no upper age limit.
The minimum grant you can apply for in their UK Main Fund is £10,000 but they do not set an upper limit. They expect to make grants across a fairly wide spectrum of sizes but most will be between £20,000 and £40,000 per annum.  They will fund revenue costs, such as salaries, and are willing to fund small capital items, such as office furniture and computers. They won’t usually fund building costs, the purchase of vehicles and land or heavy equipment unless it can be clearly shown that such expenditure is proportionately small, in relation to the overall budget, and adequately justified as essential to the proposed activity. 
Although they are willing to fund up to 100% of the cost of the proposal, you are encouraged to seek other sources of funding as well. They would usually expect to fund a minimum of 25% of the total costs of the proposed activities, to ensure that it’s involved in the work in a meaningful way.
They make grants for a maximum of three years and you can apply at any time.

Henry Smith is a large grant making charity making grants totalling approximately £25 million each year to up to 1,000 organisations and charities throughout the UK for initiatives and projects that address social inequality and economic disadvantage. 
Applications can be made for revenue funding (projects, core costs, grants are usually between £20,000 and £30,000 per year for a maximum of 3 years) and capital expenditure (buildings, equipment, grants are usually between £20,000 and £150,000). You can apply at any time.
Priority is given to work with groups experiencing social and/or economic disadvantage and to work that tackles problems in areas of high deprivation.

They make grants in various categories including:

· Domestic and Sexual Violence - Advice, support and secure housing projects for families affected by domestic violence or sexual violence. 
	Sussex Central YMCA were awarded £196,400 in July 2013 towards three years' running costs of the WiSE Project, to support victims of child exploitation in East Sussex.


· Drugs, Alcohol and Substance Misuse - Rehabilitation and support services for people affected by, or at risk of, drug and/or alcohol dependency, and projects providing support to their families.
	Sussex Alcohol and Substance Use Service were awarded £5,000 in June 2012 

towards one year's running costs of a charity in East Sussex supporting people with multiple addictions.


· Prisoners and Ex-offenders - Rehabilitation and resettlement services for prisoners and/or ex-offenders; including education and training projects that improve employability, and projects that provide support to prisoners’ families.
	Lodge Hill Trust were awarded £20,000 in March 2013 towards one year's continuation funding of the Lodge Hill Challenge, a programme to re-engage young people from Sussex who are at risk of offending.  


· Prostitution and Trafficking - Advice and support services for sex industry workers; including advice on housing support and personal health, escaping exploitation and exiting prostitution.
	Whilst this is a category, no project seems to have been funded yet.


Other grants
Home Office, other Government Departments and Sussex Police also offer grants and one of the way to keep up to date is by signing up to East Sussex County Council’s Funding News, follow @ESCCCommunity of like ESCCCommunity on Facebook.  A FREE to use search facility is also available through East Sussex 4 Community.
Grants for Individuals are also available, here is an example:

	For children living with domestic violence home is a place of fear and terror rather than the safe and secure place it should be. Each year more than 20,000 children escape the abusive situation, usually with their mothers, and make their way to Women’s refuges across the country.   After a period of around 6-12 months, most of these families move onto their new home. But moving into a strange community can be particularly tough for children – who have usually left home with nothing more than the clothes they were wearing. 

KidsOut are here to help these children. They deliver these children a box of brand new toys, age and gender specific. Each Toy Box is filled with games to play, books to read, a teddy to cuddle which they can call their own. Each Toy Box gives children a sense of normality, making the world seem a kinder place where someone cares. It helps them settle in and make new friends, as they can invite other children home to play with their toys. 
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
